In the current condition the unit is emitting noxious fumes and would cause asphyxiation of anyone in the areas the unit is servicing. Commissioner Kevin Huslinger motioned to replace the heat A/C unit at station #2 as an emergency replacement. Commissioner Robert Sullivan seconded the motion. The motion was passed unanimously.
Chairman Chris Huslinger also discussed the replacement of the sanitary line in the 2nd floor men’s room at the main station. The line has rusted away the top half of the drain line. and needs to be replaced. In its current condition the line is omitting odors and possible grey water. Commissioner Kevin Armstrong motioned to replace the line as an emergency replacement. Commissioner George Thamsen seconded the motion. The motion was passed unanimously.
