Attorney Report:

Attorney Scott Dow reported that he spoke with Champlain Hudson Power representative Thomas Sobiach and Mr. Sobiach indicated they will pay the cost of the engineering firm working with the Fire District up to $4700.00 as it relates to due diligence and the proposed Champlain Hudson Power easement on the firehouse property ay Liberty Drive. Attorney Dow further reported that he received two proposals for consulting work related to the above project. The scope includes reviewing pertinent plans and project specs and discussing finding and meeting with the BOFC to discuss all potential impacts to future reconstruction. One proposal was from Fellenzer Engineering and the other from MHE Engineering. Both were quoted on an hourly basis with similar hourly rates Pat Hines a principal at MHE is also the Chief of Cornwall Fire District. The Board, after considering both proposals, determined that Pat Hines involvement in the review and meeting was valuable based upon his having engineering and fire operations knowledge. A motion was made to retain MHE as a consultant on this project and Chairman Huslinger was authorized to sign the proposal retaining MHE. Attorney Dow agreed to provide the signed copy to MHE and advise the Board of the next steps when developed.
Commissioner George Thamsen motioned to obtain the services of MHE as a consultant for the Champlain Hudson Power. Commissioner Kevin Huslinger seconded the motion. The motion was passed unanimously.
The board discussed the monies retained from ADP on the Accessory Garage building. 
After some discussion Commissioner Robert Sullivan motioned that ADP be paid the monies that were retained. Commissioner Kevin Huslinger seconded the motion. The motion was passed on a vote of 4 commissioner voting “AYE” and one commissioner voting “NO”
