Stephen Coyle explained the changes made to the cancer policy. It now includes all cancers for the cancer benefit coverage started by New York State. The annual premium will be $4,060 annually. 
Stephen Coyle also discussed the Accident & Sickness injured firefighter supplemental benefits increased to the “Best Practice” limits.

Increased death benefit amount from $50,000.00 to$200,000.00

Increased weekly disability payments from $$500.00 per week to$1,300.00 per week.

Increased weekly hospital benefit amounts to $300.00.

Increased first week of total disability benefit amount to $300.

Add extended total disability benefit.

Add $50,000.00 off duty death benefit.
The policy will have an annual premium of $5986.00.

Attorney Report:

Accessory Building 

Attorney Scott Dow spoke with contractor ADP principal regarding his $9,000.00 retainage and his company’s responsibility for the re-work costs incurred in the amount of $1,800.00 related to the concrete removal that was necessitated to conform with the other on-site specifications. He stated that his company did precisely what was required under the specifications that he was given. His work met the spec and if that had to be removed then it was the responsibility of the entity that provided the specifications. Furter, he stated that he is not responsible for any claimed delay costs related to Rifflard. The Masons did their work according to their schedule. There was no written schedule or delay. His company worked to get the project done and any consideration of trades responsibility is not his client’s responsibility. The General Contractor was responsible for scheduling and coordination trades. Lastly, he stated that he preserved through many challenges his company had confronted on this project not of his making. His company was committed to completing the project and he feels that he did a good job on completing the job and required that the $9,000.00 be released. He will not agree to anything less Based upon my investigation, I recommend that the $9,000.00 retainer be released to ADP and the contractor who did the concrete re-work be paid by the SPFD its $1,800.00.
Rifflard claim is unclear I will reach out to him to get clarity and speak with Commissioner George Thamsen regarding same, and report back to the board.

CHPE project:

Attorney Scott Dow spoke to Pat Hines, Engineer at McGooey, Hauser and Chief at Cornwall Fire Department about being a consultant to the Stony Point Fire District to review proposal plans regarding the project. He stated it would be billed as an hourly and the range is $135-210 an hour. He agreed to provide a proposal. Fellenzer engineering agreed to send a proposal as well. Upon receipt I will provide same to the board of commissioners. Tom Sobiach was advised that Stony Point Fire District wished to retain and engineer to review the project and plans but didn’t want to pay for it. Tom Sobiach spoke with his superiors and agreed to reimburse the Stony Point Fire District for rationally related and reasonable costs incurred related to the Fire District’s consultant review of the project plans.

Commissioner George Thamsen motioned to have the Chairman sig the contract. Commissioner Kevin Armstrong seconded the motion, Motion was passed unanimously.
